Birth Certificates

Washington Youth Soccer requires verification of age. During registration this year we have re
emphasized the collection of birth certificates for verifying age. Once a birth date is verified in the
system, it will betiere as long as the player is playing for NKSC. So, next year we will only have to
collect birth certificates for new players.

How teams are formed
Here are some of the factors which go into forming the teams:

1) Did the player play last year? Playersameomatically assigned to their previous team if they
sign up before the early registration deadline.

When all is said and done, parents like their
kids to be on a team with their friends. When we grant requests, ilig lsecause none of the
above factors precluded itNote that carpool scenarios are never as dire as predicted. There
are always possibilities once you meet your new team.

Once the clubs have returned the assignments, the data is validated and entered into the system. This
entire process takes a couphd weeks, and the schedules will be published near the end of August.

Roster Types

There are two types of roster The Detailed Roster has names, addresses, email addresses & phone
numbers for all of the players. Use this roster to contact your team. At your first team meeting verify
that the information on the roster is correct. If there are changes to phoeen&il addresses, the

parents should log in to the registration system to update their account. The second type of roster is the
safe team roster. This roster limits the player information to name, jersey # (if entered) and birth date.
This roster is usefibr entering tournaments.

Medical Release

The medical release forms are necessary in the event a player is injured and their parent is not present.
Print the forms by logging into your team page. Select the players in the player list (use ctrl+click or
shift+click to select multiple) and click tReint Formsbutton. Another window will pop up, prompting
